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Also called Instant Run-Off Voting (IRV). This is a process of elimination.

If no candidate has a majority of first-place votes, then the candidate with the least number of votes is eliminated and that candidates votes are distributed to the other candidates based on preference.

The process is repeated until one of the candidates has a majority of first-place votes.

Round 1: First-place votes for each candidate are tallied. No candidate has a majority. Candidate C has the fewest, so is eliminated. Candidate C was first choice in two columns. In the column for 2 votes, the candidate preferred after C is A, so A gets the 2 votes. In the column for 1 vote, the candidate preferred after C is E, so E gets the 1 vote.


Round 2: No candidate has a majority. Candidate D has the fewest, so is eliminated. Candidate D was first choice in one column with 4 votes. The candidate preferred after D, skipping the already eliminated C, is A, so A gets the 4 votes.


Round 3: Candidate A now has the majority, and wins the election.
