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For our in-class exercises, we are choosing a President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

So, when we list our candidates in order, the first person on the list is President, the second person on the list is Vice President, the third person on the list is Secretary, the fourth person on the list is Treasurer.

Extended Ranking Methods

	Plurality:


	Rank the candidates in order of the number of first place votes.

	Borda:


	Rank the candidates in order of the number of Borda points.

	Plurality-with-Elimination:


	Rank the candidates in reverse of the order they are eliminated.

	Pairwise:


	Rank the candidates in order of the number of pairwise points.


Recursive Ranking Methods

Basically, apply one of the ranking methods to determine the first-place winner.

Remove that person from the preference schedule, and then re-apply the ranking process. The winner this time is the second-place winner.

Remove the second-place winner from the preference schedule, and then re-apply the ranking process. The winner this time is the third-place winner.

The process of selecting, removing, and reselecting is known as a recursive process – repeating the same process with a different set of data.
