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Terminology:

Weighted Voting System: Each voter controls a differing number of votes, rather than each voter controlling one vote.

Motion: A vote involving only two choices.

Player: A voter in a weighted voting system.

Weight: The number of votes controlled by a player.

Quota: The minimum number of votes required to pass a motion. Usually more than half the total number of votes, and less than the total.

Dictator: A player whose weight (number of votes) is equal to or greater than the quota.

Dummy: A player with no power (occurs when there is a dictator).

Veto Power: The ability of one player to obstruct the other players from passing a motion.
