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Fair Division

Dividing a set of goods into fair shares.

Fair Share

A quantity that, in the opinion of the player, is worth (1/N)th of the total value of the set, where N is the number of players.

Fair Division Methods

Methods by which fair divisions of a set can be accomplished.

Continuous Set

A set of objects that, individually, can be divided in an infinite number of way.

Discrete Set

A set of objects that, individually, cannot be further subdivided.

Mixed Set

A set that contains both continuous and discrete objects.
