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In this method, one player is the chooser; the others are the dividers.

For Three Players
The first stage involves the two dividers: they divide the set into two fair shares according to the Divider-Chooser method.

Each divider divides his/her share into three fair shares.

The chooser selects one share from each of the dividers shares.

The dividers keep their respective, remaining shares.

For Four Players
One player sits out while the other three divide and distribute according to the three-player version.
