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Some basic definitions:

Graph: a picture consisting of dots and lines.

Vertices: dots on a graph. Each dot represents a destination.

Edges: a line that connects two vertices on a graph. An edge indicates that it is possible to get from one vertex to another.

If an edge does not connect two vertices, then it is not possible to go directly between the two vertices.

A vertex may have more then one edge attached to it.

Loop: an edge that starts and ends at the same vertex.

When drawing a graph, it is common to first place and label vertices to represent each destination. Then, an edge is drawn for each pair of vertices that have a route between them.
