	Descriptive Statistics: Graphing and Summarizing Data
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	Graphical Description of Data
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Data Point

A value corresponding to one of the elements in the sample or population.

Examples:

1. The height of a student.

2. The exam grade of a student.

Data Set

A collection of data points.

Frequency

The number of times a particular data point appears.

Examples:

1. The number of students who are 5’7”

2. The number of students who got 90 on the exam.

Relative Frequency

The percent of times a particular data point appears.

Bar Graph

A visual way of displaying the data points and their frequency.

The graph should appear in an approximately uniform curve.

Outliers

Extreme data point that does not fit into the approximate curve.
