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	Approximately Normal Distributions of Data
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Distribution

When data points are ordered and placed on a bar graph, the pattern of the data points is called a distribution.

Approximately Normal Distribution

If the distribution looks somewhat like a bell-shaped curve, then the data is said to be approximately normally distributed.

Normal Distribution

If the distribution looks exactly like a bell-shaped curve, then the data is said to be normally distributed.

Normal Curve

A perfect bell-shaped curve.
