	The 68-95-99.7 Rule
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About 68% of all data points fall within 1 standard deviation of the mean.

About 95% of all data points fall within 2 standard deviations of the mean.

About 99.7% of all data points fall within 3 standard deviations of the mean.

Any data points beyond 3 standard deviations are considered an outlier, and are sometimes excluded from the data set.

Exluding outliers, the data set consists of all points that are ±3, or 6, standard deviations.
