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This section presents examples of linear programming applications.

To summarize the process of solving geometrically:

Step 1: Graph the feasible region.

Step 2: Construct a corner point table using the coordinates of the corner points.

Step 3: Determine the optimal solution from the corner point table.

Step 4: Interpret the optimal solution in terms of the objective.
