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Standard Maximization Problems in Standard Form

A standard maximization problem is one in which the problem constraints are all ≤ inequalities, and the constant on the right side is positive.

Pivot Operation

A pivot operation is simply applying the two steps of a the Gauss-Jordon Elimination to a row:

1. Change the active element to one.

2. Change the other elements in the column to zero

The process is:

1. Select the pivot element.

2. Apply the pivot operation

3. Repeat until there are no negative entries in the objective row.
