	The Coordinate Plane
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	Also called the Cartesian plane, the primary parts are:

· x axis

· y axis

· origin

The x and y axis divide the plane into four quadrants:

I. Upper right: x positive; y positive

II. Upper left: x negative; y positive

III. Lower left: x negative; y negative

IV. Lower right: x positive; y negative

For any point on the plane, its position can be labeled as an ordered pair, using the distance from the y-axis as the x value, and the distance from the x-axis as the y value.
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Formulas
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	The distance between any two points on the plane.
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	Coordinates of the midpoint between any two points on the plane.
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
