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Algebraic Solutions

Use the algebraic method to isolate the variable.

Graphical Solutions

Enter the function(s) into a graphing calculator.

If you have a single function, then the solution(s) is/are the x-intercept(s).

If you have two functions, then the solutions(s) is/are where the two functions intersect.

To enter one or more functions into a graphing calculator:

	TI-85
	TI-83

	1. Press the “GRAPH” key to display the graph sub-menu.

2. Press the “F1” key for [y(x)=]. “y1=” will display in the window.

3. Type in the first function. Be careful to parenthesize as much as possible.

4. To enter another function, press the down arrow key and repeat step 3.

5. To clear (remove) a function, place the cursor on the function line press the “CLEAR” key.

6. Press the 2nd key, followed by the “F5” (M5) key for [Graph].
	1. Press the “y=” key.

2. Type in the first function. Be careful to parenthesize as much as possible.

3. To enter another function, press the down arrow key and repeat step 2.

4. To clear (remove) a function, place the cursor on the function line press the “CLEAR” key.

5. Press the “GRAPH” key.
