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A section full of theorems.

The useful ones:

Zeros Theorem: If the degree of the polynomial is greater than or equal to 1, then the degree of the equation tells you how many possible zeros you have, counting duplicates.

Conjugate Zeros Theorem: complex zeros ALWAYS come in pairs. The zeros in each pair are conjugates of each other.
