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Using a Table of Integrals

This is a matter of matching the form of the integrand with one of the forms in the table.

Substitution and Integral Tables

This is a matter of finding a substitution to change the integrand so that it matches one of the forms in the table.

Reduction Formulas

A reduction formula returns an integral that has the exponent of x reduced by 1. You must repeatedly integrate until the integral disappears.
